Live Cattle Shipment bound to Egypt 
 
10,000 cows have been loaded this week on vessel Corral KENOZ 
 

 
The trial shipment of live bovine bound to Egypt is taking place at this weeks’ 
nights at the port of Rio Grande in south America. Unfortunately the trial shipment 
of live animals to be sacrificed at Egypt will bring some economic earnings to 
whoever want to source these slaughter buyer countries.  

 

Although 100 port workers get the job along with other 30 export staff people 
from the Angus Trading the owner of The Vila da Quinta Farm it is a questionable 
deal. 



The 10,000 confined cattle will hopefully arrive “alive” at Egypt onboard the 
Panamanian flag Ship KENOZ. However, studies alert that many die during the 
voyage. The motor vessel is expected to arrive within the next weeks at 
Alexandria port at Egypt.   

 

Since 2005 meat slaughters from The Lebanon have purchased 156,000 live cows 
from this supplier alone. 

 

Please, we need you to maintain your anger as a for ce for change! 
Here is what you can do…  

1. Write, e-mail, fax or phone Federal Politicians, Live export/ import industry 
officials and associated parties with vested interests in the continuation of the 
industry. 

Ask Greenpeace and News Agencies to intercept this vessel during its route 
from South America to Egypt.   

2. Speak out locally. Write letters to newspapers. Call up radio station talkback 
shows and express your view about the live export industry from anywhere in 
the globe. Don't allow exported animals to be forgotten.
